The #YOUthDecide Hackathon brought together 70 participants—15 from Portugal, 15
from Serbia, and 40 from Greece, including 20 decision-makers—for an engaging and
impactful experience. This event was designed to enhance the EU Youth Dialogue
through participatory and evidence-based policy-making, empowering young people
to shape their vision for Europe’s future.

The event featured a 4-day workshop where young people collaborated, shared
knowledge, and engaged in debates about Europe’s future, focusing on
opportunities and challenges.

The hackathon also facilitated networking and knowledge sharing, offering a
platform for participants to interact with decision-makers and formulate
recommendations for youth policy.
